EC is committed to:  

 

¶ Upholding the welfare of horses, regardless of value, as a primary 

consideration in all activities.  

¶ Requiring that horses be tr eated with kindness, respect and the compassion 

that they deserve, and that they never be subjected to mistreatment.   

¶ Ensuring that owners, trainers, and exhibitors or their agents use responsible 

care in their handling, treatment and transportation of th eir horses as well as 

horses placed in their care for any purpose.   

¶ Providing for the continuous well -being of horses by encouraging routine 

inspection and consultation with health care professionals and competition 

officials to achieve the highest possib le standards of nutrition, health, 

comfort, sanitation and safety as a matter of standard operating procedure.   

¶ Continuing to support scientific studies on equine health and welfare.   

¶ Increasing education in training and horsemanship practices.   

¶ Requiri ng owners, trainers and exhibitors to know and follow their sanctioning 

organizationôs rules and to work within industry regulations in all equestrian 

competitions.

Jump Canada Levy  
 

Jump Canada is the committee of Equine Canada responsible for the promotion and 

enhancement of the hunter/jumper discipline from the grassroots to international 

level.  Board members are elected by the riders, owners, and competiti on organizers.  

 

The horse show  is required to remit $10 per horse entered in a hunter or jumper 

division/class to Jump Canada.  This amount, which will be collected from each 

competitor at the time of entry, will be used to support a number of regional and  

national programs designed to foster the activities of hunter/jumper riders, owners 

and the industry at large.   

 

These funds will be used as follows: 60% Hunter, Young Rider and Domestic 

programs* (*the vast majority of the domestic portion is returned t o the provinces in 

which it is generated); 35% National and International Teams; 5% Administration 

including Publicity and Public Relations.  Contact your provincial hunter/jumper 

representative for a detailed list of the programs available and to have inp ut into the 

usage of these funds.

This replaces a  $25 ship - in fee, and regular stall pricing has been reduced to  
a very competitive $125/stall.  

 
The facility/grounds fee paid by all show participants is a contribution toward 
the cost of renting the facility plus other expenditures that are incurred in 

getting the show  grounds ready for a show such as the show offic e rental , 
toilet units  rental , wash basin  rental , pre and post show maintenance  and 

clean up ,é. which all entries  benefit from . 
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General Information and Show Policies  
 
Equine Canada Rules  ï It is an exhibitorôs responsibility to know all relevant 

EC Rules  beforehand . A complete 20 10  EC Rulebook may be found on 

www.equinecanada.ca   and it is recommended each competitor review this prior to 

the show and have one available for reference.  For example ï ensure you ar e 

familiar with tack and dress rules, whip rules, pony measurement,é 

 

Every class offered by this horse show  is covered by the 20 10  rules of Equine 

Canada.  All questions not covered by Equine Canada rules or Show Policies and/or 

class conditions shall be decided by show management, whose decision shall be final.  

Ask the  Show Steward if you have any related questions.  

 

Show Office  ï Show Office hours Tuesday  8am -5pm, Wednes day to Sunday 

7: 00am to the later of 5pm or 45  minutes after the last horse competes .  

 

Schedule and Classes  ï Show management reserves the right to cancel, 

amalgamate or divide any classes they deem advisable based on entry volume 

without notification.  

 

Rings  ï All rings and warm -up areas have all weather sand mix , except for the  grass 

grand prix jumper ring . If extreme inclement weather the show has the option of 

moving the jumper classes to a sand base ring .  

 

Ring Conflicts  ï There may be times when trainer/horse/rider ring conflicts occur. 

Management requests those involved to anticipa te these the best way possible and 

develop a plan to minimize the negative impact on the horse show scheduling for all 

concerned.  Please consult in advance with management/ingate staff for assistance.  

Empty rings cause extended days for exhibitors, suppo rters, officials, and show staff, 

and we hope all efforts will be extended to minimize these occurrences.  

 

Dress Code  ï Per EC Rules G109  

 

Show Numbers ï Must be worn at all times when riding  EC A814 .  

 

Pony Measurement Contact a Show Steward through the Sh ow Office to arrange 

measurement if needed.  

 

Lung e ing  ï May only occur in the designated  area s per the show grounds map or 

out in the trailer ship - in/storage area .  

 

Parking Areas   

STABLING AREA ï Park in the designated area, away from the barn aisles, oth er than 

temporary parking closer to the stalls for unloading and loading.     Please move your 

trailer to the designated parking area promptly after unloading so as not to 

overcrowd the stabling area  ï same as Ship - in area.  

 

DAILY SHIP - INS ï Park in th e de signated Ship - in area only -  the large field to the 

east of the driveway when approaching the stabling area  ï accessed through the 

open gate . Water is available from the stabling wash rack closest to the ship - in area, 

but it is recommended you also bring y our own water supply.

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OFFICE AREA ï Park in the designated area  near the back row of upper stalls.  

 

Four Seasons Horse Shows  and show management are not responsible for 

any damage to vehicles and or trailers parked on the grounds, and you do so 

at your o wn risk.  

 

Horse Discipline  ï Any rider hitting their horse overhand in front of the saddle, or 

more than twice behind the girth per occurrence shall be asked to leave the ring, 

eliminated from their class, and may be eliminated from the horse show at the 

discretion of show management.  

 

Drug Testing ï Any horse entered in any class, while on the competition grounds, 

may be selected for equine medication control testing. Co -operation with the tester is 

required.  
 

Dogs  ï We welcome your canine friends as long as they are cared for responsibly 

including being under control at all times.  Fines of $100 per occurrence will be applied for 

nuisance dogs and donated to the show charity.  Abide by Poop and Scoop common 

courtesy for a public area.   

 

Golf Carts, é -  To be driven by licensed drivers only.  

 

Veterinary, Blacksmith and Food Services  ï Payment for these and other 

services provided at the show are the responsibility of each exhibitor, payable at the 

time of service, and at the latest by the end of the show. T he show will consider any 

unpaid amounts as amounts due to the show and follow steps as outlined in the 

General Entry Policy section for accounts not in good standing.

Day stalls  ï May be available -  $45  ($ 55  for late requests, if available) for any part 

of a day (7: 00am ï 5:30 pm only to allow follow -up cleaning) during the show, 

subject to availability and a match up to ensure a stall is used at least 3  

days .  Show management encourages you to join up with others needing day 

stalls prior to submitting your Day Stall request to make this more feasible. 

The show office shall attempt to contact you if there is a problem with your request, 

however, verify availabi lity with management before arriving if you have not 

received confirmation.   

 

Hay and Shavings  ï PRE - ORDER WITH YOUR STALL  ï will be arranged by the 

horse show from quality suppliers on a pre -order basis so place your orders for 

hay and shavings with stal l orders.   Your order will be delivered to your stall(s) 

by the time and date specified on your form.  The show is not responsible if 

hay/shavings, after delivery, are removed by an unauthorized person. HAY 

$7.00/bale, SHAVINGS $7.00/bag. Anticipated charg es are subject to change if 

market fluctuates higher.  

 

Trainer Splits  ï Trainer splits for stalls, shavings, hay must be provided to the 

Show Office by 12 noon Friday. Any hay & shavings orders after Friday noon, if 

accepted, must have confirmed payment to  complete the order.  

 

Security ï Grounds security is not provided by the horse show, and each 

exhibitor is responsible for securing their own belongings.  

 

Manure ï Please dump manure only in designated areas for the benefit of all.  

Manure will be composte d, so do not put garbage in with the manure.  

  

Garbage  ï Please keep garbage separate from manure. Place in designated garbage 

bins.  

 

Stalls, hay and shavings orders may not be cancelled after booking and the 

Entry Closing Date. However, should you find yo u will not be using what you 

booked, please advise the Show Manager as soon as possible as there are 

often occasions when someone is looking for stalls/hay/shavings after the 

Closing Date.  The show shall attempt to re - sell so you are not responsible .  

The re will be a $25 Re - sell Administration Fee applied for each stall 

involved.  All fees due for any stalls, shavings and hay not able to be re -sold will be 

the responsibility of the original account and related fees are non - refundable under

Riders and owners not 

providing proof of a 20 10  EC Sport License, and an EC horse passport with a 20 10  

sticker ,  or these are not able to be verified by the show , shall be required to pay for 

a temporary EC Sport License, and/or horse license  (see below) .    

 

Equine Canada Sport Licenses (Memberships)  ï It is recommended to arrange 

the required 20 10  Gold ($100) EC Sp ort License for riders and owners, and a Horse 

Passport(s) with EC www.equinecanada.ca . However, as alternatives you may pay 

for a temporary EC Sport License ($30) and temporary horse registration fee ($25) 

with your entry if this is not done. Also, in the case of a rider or owner having an EC 

Bronze or Silver Sports License you may instead pay a show upgrade fee of $15 with 

your entry. Temporary fees are not refundable, and will not be applied to full sport 

licen ses/registration.   

 

Amateur Status Any rider wishing to specify themselves an Amateur for class entry 

purposes must have ñAmateurò specified on their 2010  EC Sports License. This 

requires a $10 fee paid directly to EC along with a signed affidavit verifyi ng the rider 

has amateur status per EC Rules.  

 

Ontario Hunter Jumper Association  Membership -    20 10  OHJA membership 

($30) is required for all riders and owners if you wish to collect points for yearend 

awards and/or participate in OHJA organized series  eg: OHJA Jumper Medal , and 

Pony Power  Class ribbons and prizes . Refer to OHJA web site www.ohja.ca for more 

information.  Memberships arranged after the show will not be retroactive to count 

points for this show.    

 

CET Membership  Only required for CET Jump er Medal entries.  Arrange 

membership before the show by contacting Equine Canada and obtaining a CET 

membership card.

Non - Showing Horses  ïAre horses on the show grounds, for any part of the show, 

not entered in any ñjudgedò classes (does not include Ticketed Schooling). The 

show office will provide a show number which must be worn while riding. A 

onetime $ 30 .00 Administration/Medic Fee is applicable for any portion of 

the Show.   Each non -showing horse on the show grounds must have an entry form 

completed, specifying non -showing, and submitted to the show office including 

appropriate signatures.  Association levies are not  payable.  Regular 

Facility/Grounds fee, plus Stall, Hay and Shavings fees apply.   

 
Payment  By cheque, Visa or Mastercard . Payment in full or provid ing an open 

cheque or credit card details to the show office is required to pick up your show 

number(s) .  

 

Settling Show Account  All accounts , including additional hay/shavings orders , 

must be paid in full in the show office by the end of office hours on the last day of 

the Show. Come in early to avoid the  lineup at the end of the Show.    

Exhibitors with an open cheque/Visa -Mastercard information on file not attending the 

show office by this time will have the account processed on their behalf.  

 

Cancellation of Entry/Scratches  ï   All cancellations must be in writing.  

 

¶ Cancellation receiv ed in the horse show office by the closing date  Entry 

Form will not be processed and no entry/stabling/hay/shavings fees are payable 

to the horse show.  

¶ Cancellation received in the horse show office between the closing date 

and the day prior to the show be ginning -  Does not require a written 

certificate from an equine veterinarian/doctor.  If payment has been 

processed by the horse show , all Entry Fees, Jumper Nomination Fee, Drug 

Fee and Jump Canada Levy, plus relevant HST, will be refunded, less a $25. 

Show Scratch Fee.  The $ 30  Administration/Medic fee, and if not able to be re -

sold stall, hay and shavings fees , will not be refunded.  Refund cheques will be 

mailed within 21 days after the end of the horse show. If payment due has not 

been processed , the n on - refundable items above, plus the Show Scratch Fee, 

are still required to be paid to the show office by the end of the horse show to 

keep the account in good standing.  

¶ Cancellation received in the horse show office during the show -  Refunds 

for classes c ancelled (exceptions outlined below) will only be processed when the 

cancellation is accompanied by a written certificate from the horse show 

veterinarian   verifying a physical incapacity prevents the horse from competing.  

Show management reserves the rig ht to refuse refunds related to inclement 

weather.  If payment has already been processed by the horse show,   all 
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class Entry Fees for the day(s) after and divisions starting the day(s) after, plus 

relevant HST, will be refunded, less a $25. Show Scratch F ee.  Entries for 

classes/divisions the day of, or prior to the day of cancellation,   Jumper 

Nomination Fee (unless no classes completed on prior days), 

Administration/Medic fee, Drug Testing Fee and Jump Canada Levy, and any stall, 

hay and shavings fees w ill not be refunded.  Refund cheques will be mailed within
